IMPORTANT INSTRUCTIONS FOR CANDIDATES 

1. Seat Allotment Notification 

o Allotment results will be sent to the candidate’s registered Email ID. 

2. Accessing the Allotment Letter 

o After receiving the email, log in to the Silicon University Admission Portal. 

o Download the Allotment Letter – it contains: 

 Allotted branch 

 Seat acceptance Fee deadline 

 Physical reporting dates 

3. Seat Acceptance Process 

o To confirm the admission offer, the candidate need to pay the seat acceptance fee via 
the admission portal or physically visiting the university by the given deadline. 

4. Non-Payment Consequence 

o If the candidate did not pay the seat acceptance fee on time, his/her seat will be 
automatically cancelled and the seat will then be offered to a waitlisted candidate in 
the next round. 

5. Physical Reporting to University 

o After fee payment, the candidate must report in person to Silicon University, 
Bhubaneswar, on the date mentioned in the Allotment letter for document verification 
and semester fee payment.
